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NOMINATION & APPLICATION PROCESS

When extenuating circumstances arise, exchanges may be cancelled by McGill at any time.

Exchange coordinators should submit their nominations by the indicated deadlines. A link to
the nomination webform will be sent to the university’s exchange coordinator once available.

Once the nomination has been approved, please provide your students with a copy of this
fact sheet for the next steps in the process.

Fall and full year: February 1 to April 1
Application Periods - Undergraduate Winter (Spring): August 1 to October 1

After a student is nominated by their home university, they must complete the online
application and provide the required supporting documentation.

Requirements:
e Have a minimum CGPA of 3.0 (on a 4.0 scale), B average

e Demonstrate English proficiency if your home university’s primary language of instruction
is NOT English.

English proficiency - minimum requirements

Application Instructions:
e Students complete the online application.
 As part of their application, students must upload the required supporting documents:

o Copy of university transcript in English or French (include ALL pages). Unofficial copies are
accepted. Submission must include a transcript key or grading information page.

o Letter of permission / nomination. A letter from the home university confirming the
student’s nomination for an exchange at McGill, and duration of the exchange.

o Proof of English Proficiency (if applicable). Letter from an academic official (not exchange
coordinator) confirming English proficiency OR copy of official test results.

o Copy of the information page of your passport, both the photo and signature pages.

o If applicable, submit program specific documents (example: Architecture portfolio, Music

audition file).
e Decision: If admitted to McGill, students will be prompted to accept their offer of admission

in the application portal. The official decision letter will be available for download and
printing via the application portal. Hard copies of the acceptance letter are not issued.

» Applications are reviewed on a rolling basis. Students can expect to have a decision within
one month of the posted application deadline. Decisions for applications to Architecture
may require additional time.

o After accepting the offer of admission, students will be contacted to set up their access to
Minerva (student portal), and to their McGill email.

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REGISTRATION

Registration dates:
e Fall / full year - late May / early June
e Winter - early December

Students register for courses prior to arrival at McGill online via the student portal
Minerva (unless otherwise specified in sections below).

The maximum course load for an exchange student at McGill is 15 credits per term (12
credits is considered full-time). Undergraduate exchange students are only eligible to
enrol in 100-500 level courses.

Students have access to their official transcript as soon as they are registered for courses.

Faculty-Specific Notes for Registration

Students are permitted to take up to 1 course outside their admitted faculty if space
permits and there are no restrictions. This course can be from the School of Continuing
Studies, however students should verify with their home university whether they will
receive credit for this course. Permission from their admitted faculty may be required.

If there are restrictions or pre-requisite errors while registering, students must contact
the department offering the course to obtain permission to register for the course.

Immigration Documents

Full-year (2 terms): Students must obtain a Certificate of Acceptance from
Immigration Quebec (CAQ) and a Study permit from Citizenship and Immigration
Canada.

PASSPORT

One term only: Students must have a valid passport and students from certain
countries may need to obtain a Temporary resident visa or an electronic Travel
Authorization.

Canadian citizens or permanent residents: Student must submit a copy of their
Canadian birth certificate, citizenship certificate, or permanent residency card.

Documents must be submitted to McGill as per the instructions on the Legal
Documents website.

International Health Insurance
